Dosing Guidelines:   ��������	
� �  Turf Care is a highly concentrated liquid that must be diluted with water before 
applying. It should be applied at an approximate rate of 16 ounces, diluted with water to a 10% solution, per 1,000 sq. 
ft of treated greens. 
 

A 10% solution should be applied initially and every two (2) weeks thereafter.  For example, add the following 
amounts to water tanks filled with water:   
 
    Tank Size         10% Dilution 
    50 gallons       5 gallons of MB-TC 
    100 gallons  10 gallons of MB-TC 
    150 gallons  15 gallons of MB-TC 

200 gallons  20 gallons of MB-TC 
 

The diluted solution should then be sprayed directly onto the greens two times per month 
(every other week) using normal course maintenance spraying procedures.   

 
For control and treatment of black layer (algae), brown patch, fairy ring, pythium and other fungus related problem 
greens area, use 16 ounces, diluted with water to a 10% solution, per 1,000 sq. ft. of affected area. Liberally spray the affected 
area with the 10% solution and repeat every two (2) weeks as needed.
